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TRAIL BOSS REPORT
March 2009

Trail projects and rides for March include a 2 day work party on Whistler Canyon Trail and a
Chapter ride on the same trail after we get it cleared. The work party will be on Friday and Satur-
day 27 and 28 March and the ride will be on Sunday 29 March.

We have permission from the Forest Service to use ATV’s to clean the trail on the 27™ and 28",
We can also use horses and anyone who wants to assist on foot. As of this writing we don’t have
permission to do any work on the trailhead or the lower portion of the trail adjacent to the trailhead.
However, this may change prior to 27 March. We’'ll notify Chapter members on any changes.

We will meet for the work party and the trail ride at the intersection of the Mt. Hull Road and the
USFS Road #100. This is identified as the UPPER WHISTLER CANYON Trailhead in the 2009
Yearbook and directions to this trailhead are in the Yearbook. In the event there is still snow on the
Mt. Hull road (USFS Road #3525), we will try to work from the lower Whistler Canyon Trailhead lo-
cated on Hwy 97 three miles south of Oroville. As soon as we determine which trailhead will be
used, we’ll send an e-mail and/or make phone calls to members. Tools needed for the work party
include chainsaws, loppers, power pole saw and power trimmer.

A bit of philosophizing this month...

The primary mission of the Back Country Horsemen of Washington is to perpetuate the
recreational use of saddle and pack stock on public land. | believe that everything we do and
every issue we support or oppose as an organization needs to be weighed against that
statement. If a project or an issue does not “measure up” we should not waste our organizational
effort to affect an outcome regarding that project or issue. On the other side of that coin, when
our ability to use saddle and pack stock on public lands is unjustifiably restricted we need to
oppose that restriction with all of our organizational might. Let me give you a couple of examples
regarding this philosophy: Many BCHW members personally oppose the Washington
Department of Revenue’s recent decision to no longer class equines as livestock for taxation
purposes; however, since that issue has no impact on our ability to recreate on public lands with
our saddle and pack stock, | believe BCHW has no business staking out a position on this issue.
On the other hand, the Northern Rockies Ecosystem Protection Act of 2009, would create
expansive new wilderness areas in eastern Washington that would impinge our use of saddle
and pack stock on those lands; therefore BCHW should oppose that legislation.

Another “pet peeve”...

Frequently other trail user groups and some environmental organizations attempt to influence
land management agencies to restrict equines based on alleged equine impacts to the
environment supported by science. In my opinion "Best Science" must meet the following
"universal criteria" (from my 8th grade science class): 1. The "science" must have been
conducted by a creditable source; 2. The "scientific findings" must have been peer reviewed and
accepted; 3. The "scientific findings" had to be replicatable. From those 3 basics, freshman logic
leads one to the conclusion that "scientific findings" are site specific; that is, inferences cannot be
made about their application in another environment until the findings can be replicated in that
environment. In my former life, unless a "scientific fact" met all 3 criteria it could not be cited as
anything other than personal observation, hypothesis or theory, assertion, conjecture or BS. |
believe this should always be the position of BCHW.

Enough philosophizing, already. | hope as many of you as can possibly make it to Ellensburg for
the BCHW Annual Meeting and fundraiser take the opportunity to do so. The event, named ”
BCHW, Your Trail to the Future”, will be Friday March 20" through Sunday, March 22™. There
will be a huge potluck supper and the Board of Directors meeting Friday evening. Saturday
morning, Annual Leadership Training sessions will be conducted; on Saturday afternoon the
annual membership meeting, awards presentation, banquet, auction and dance will be held.
There will be vendor displays and exhibits all day Saturday until 5:00 PM. Leadership training will
continue Sunday morning following Cowboy Church services. There will be potluck breakfasts
both Saturday and Sunday mornings. It should be a great time and a
wonderful opportunity to meet likeminded BCHW folks from around the state.
