OVCBCHW TRAIL BOSS REPORT

                     Jan. 1, 2012 

 

Well a new year is upon us.  We have 
some new officers in our chapter.  I was 
elected Trail Boss at the November 
meeting.  Tom Windsor chose not to run again.. He leaves some 
very large shoes to fill . We also had  our annual planning meet-
ing in November and have committed to a fairly ambitious sched-
ule of work parties.  The first one is really a work party, but the 
classroom portion of the annual Chain Saw Certification at the To-
nasket US Forrest Service office on Saturday March 10th at 
1:00PM.  We  all should plan on attending this training session.  
The other 1/2 of this training will be held later on as the weather 
gets better.  The first real work party will be trail clearing in the  
Sinlahekin.  This will be a challenge this year because the WDFW 
did some controlled burning last fall and even though we cleared 
the trails after the thinning crews finished, there is still a lot of 
partially burned slash left on some of the trails.  There will be 
more information on both of these events as the dates draw clos-
er.  

      Iõd like to take space in this newsletter to issue a challenge to 
each and every member to partake in at least two work party 
events in 2012.  Not everyone needs to run a chainsaw or work as 
a swamper.  On the trails we clear with horses, wranglers are al-
ways in short supply.  If one or two people volunteer to take care 
of the horses for the cutters and swampers, we can clear more 
miles o trail in less time.  I would also like to have potlucks and 
BBQõs after some of the work parties.  We need people to organ-
ize these events.  This is one way to contribute without ever firing 
up a saw or dragging a single limb.  

    Later this spring, we may see the completion of the Whistler 
Canyon Trailhead approach road and parking area.  The road and 
trailhead area has been surveyed and the county should adver-
tise for bids shortly.  There is still some work to be done on the 
upper end of the reconstructed trail just below the point where it 
joins the old 100 road.  This is going to be an unscheduled work 
party and depends upon many factors.  The most important on is 
finding someone to haul 10 yards of material from the Tollifson pit 
to the top of the trail.  We can then use different means to spread 
it as a top dressing on the reconstructed trail.  

    Some of the officers will be meeting with the Washington  State 
Department of Natural Resources in January to discuss a letter we

Already we are seeing legislation to change the pass so it can be associated 
with two vehicles instead of one.  We are also confident that we can get  the 
volunteer hour requirement modified to contain more sensible and realistic 
criteria.  There will be more to come on this in the next report.  

     One last thing I need to mention is the reporting of volunteer hours.  It 
seems that some feel this is not important and often fail to fully report their 
hours.  Nothing could be further from the reality of the situation.  Volunteer 
hours are a big hammer we can use to get the attention of public lands ad-
ministrators.  Without that we are just another organization looking for a free 
lunch.  We need volunteer hours to show that we have paid for that lunch and 
more with our time,  fuel, sweat, tools, and livestock use.

2012 VOLUNTEER HOUR PROGRAM-SUMMARY AND AWARDS

JANUARY 1, 2012 

In November the leadership saw fit to appoint me to another term as your 
Legislative Chairman.  With my position as Trail Boss I now have 3 commit-
tee chairmanships that are interrelated and intertwined.  Therefore, Iõm toy-
ing with the idea of making my life easier by combining the Legislative, 
Trail Boss, and Public Lands Committee reports into one monthly report.  
Iõll try and put any late breaking news or call to action on the chapter web-
site a: www.ovcbchw.com .  Feel free to drop me an email or call and tell me 
what you think.  

     The Special session has not produced any results that impact the eques-
trian community directly.  They spent most of their time on the budget 
shortfall.  The 2012 Session will begin on January 9, 2012.  This year all the 
bills that did not receive action in the previous session will be refilled.  This 
is going to clutter up the calendar so Iõll be watching to see if there is any 
action on them or if they are really òdeadó.  I believe that the 2012 session 
will be heavily involved in finding ways to cut expenses and enhance reve-
nue without raising taxes.  

     Among items of interest to  CHW that Iõll be following in 2012  are: 

1. Discover pass modifications (there are a couple of bills here)  

2. Agency merges (DNR,WSP, WSFW) 

3. Wolf Plans 

4. Brand Inspections/registration/chip implantation requirements (again, 
there are more than one bill)  

So far there are 3 house and 2 senate bill that have been pre -filed.  This 
does not take into account the aforementioned bills that were ódeadó at the 
end of the last session.  

    The Governor has appointed a new member to the State Wildlife Com-
mission.  Even though he is a local resident, there is justified outrage within 
the local hunting and fishing community as well as the Cattlemenõs Associa-
tion concerning this appointment  

This outrage is due to the appointeeõs employment with the radical Conser-
vation Northwest Organization.  The appointee is also a very outspoken 
supporter of the wolf reintroduction plan in Washington and has stated on 
occasion that a growing wolf population will actually enhance hunting qual-
ity and opportunities for deer and elk.  So far has not produced any credi-
ble studies or scientific evidence to support these claims.         ( Continued

Alternate Directors Report by Dave Swanberg  

Dec. 2 Public Lands meeting and Dec. 3rd Board of  

Directors meeting  

We had a good turnout of Public lands representatives  

Who spoke about their programs, lack of funds, and  

thanked  our organization for all the work we continue  

 to accomplish in their areas to keep the trails open.  

Pacific Northwest Trail Assoc. ðJon Knechtel  

provided an update on the PNT Scenic Trail from the  

Olympic Peninsula to Montana and what work they are planning on accom-
plishing next year.  

Pacific Crest Trail -Mike Dawson shared information on the amount of work 
they were able to accomplish in 2010 and 2011, all due to the receipt of 
Stimulus funds, next  year the work effort will be reduced as funds will be 
reduced.  

Wash. Trail Assoc. -Jonathon Guzzo updated the group on proposed Federal 
bills.  Senate is proposing 29.3 Bill and house bill is 27.8 Bill  

     The RTP funding is good thru 3 -12 and after that date it will be funded 
thru a continuing resolution until after the election in 2012.  

Dept. of Natõl Resourcesð Mark Mauren discussed the Discover Pass they 
are proposing 3 alternatives, 1. add a 2nd line on existing pass;  $15.00 for 
the 2nd pass, 3. A pass without lic. plate numbers and can be moved be-
tween vehicles  

No service fees at Dept. of Lic.  

SS# not required on Discover Pass, but is required on hunting Lic.  

Received $4 Mil in grants, of which $2 Mil was for capital expense, no funds 
in O.K. Co..  

DNR will have emphasis patrols in April, May, and June in 2012.  

USFS-Mary Bean provided an overall summary of what to expect in 2012 in 
the forest.  

USFS had 8 forest supervisors provide status reports in each of their areas.  

DEC. 3RD  BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEETING  

Roll call was taken and all Directors were in attendance, with 2 excused ab-
sences.  Treasurers Reportð BCHW is solvent , with a plus $7,600.00 in the 
year to date numbers.  Teri Stark and Darrel Wallace are planning on pre-
paring a power point Treasurers Training Program as it is hard to get all 
treasurers together at one time for training.  All yearend reports are due on 
Feb. 10th. 

Membership Report ð Membership is down  5%  again this year.  

Insurance-BOD approved awarding the 2012 Insurance to Andre -Romberg 
that covers all members of BCHW at a cost of $700.00 or less than this year.
